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The City of Waynesboro has provision for mutual aid assistance in two formats. 

1 - local mutual aid agreements with neighboring jurisdictions and agencies for the provision of Fire, EMS, and Law Enforcement services. These mutual aid agreements are reciprocal and are activated via our E911 Communications facility per established dispatch and response procedures and guidelines as the need dictates. 

2- the City is a member of the Statewide Mutual Aid program and as such may request mutual  aid or be requested to provide mutual aid via the Virginia EOC. All requests for such aid will go through the Emergency Management Coordinator who will make requests to VDEM or determine the City’s ability to provide assistance as requested.

City departments who require mutual aid assistance from the statewide mutual aid program will determine their needs and make said request in writing to the emergency management coordinator. A special project code will be established by the finance department to track all mutual aid expenses for reporting to VDEM. 
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
