The 				 (event) at 						 in the County of Augusta on 			 (date) released chemical particles into the environment in concentrations sufficient to cause health problems in some persons.  Individuals suffering from chronic respiratory conditions, the elderly, infants and young children and other individuals highly sensitive to air pollutants are at increased risk.  Although residents were evacuated, it is possible that some evacuees may experience symptoms which are characteristic of over exposure to these chemicals.
Shelter residents should be monitored for symptoms which are characteristic of exposure to the chemicals which necessitated the evacuation.  These symptoms are 											 (enter symptoms from MSDS or other sources).
In addition to specific information on patient’s medical condition and treatment, record specific information related to the incident such as patient’s location when exposed to contaminants, estimated distance of that location from 						 (site of incident) and estimated time of onset of symptoms.
