to the determination of available found in 824-1 Water and Sewer. The requirement for
new subdivisions to utilize public water and sewer services, if available, will remain.

Code, Urban Service Overlay Districts, Water and Sewer, that previously required the
utilization of public water and sewer services if available and outlined the criteria under
which availability of water and sewer was to be determined. She stated the matter of
availability will be moved to Chapter 24-1.
